Historic Marysville Country Church
Monday evening services begin June 2nd

During June, July & August services are held at the Marysville
Church, on County Road 9 between Buffalo and Waverly,
each Monday evening at 7:00 pm.

The Swedesburg (AKA Marysville) Church was organized by
Pastor Nelson in February 1873. The same pastors served
the Swedesburg and Carlslund (later know as Zion)
congregations until Swedesburg disbanded in 1950 and the
members joined Zion. In 1973 the building was restored to
celebrate the centennial of Swedesburg and Monday evening
summer services commenced at that time.

Marysville is just a short 10-15 minute drive from downtown
Buffalo. From the stoplights by the courthouse/library, head
west on Lake Blvd N/CR 35. After 3 miles turn left and follow
CR 35/CR 9. After 1.8 miles turn left and continue on CR 9.
Marysville is a further 2.5 miles on the right. Remember that
this is a little country church with no modern amenities.
