If 
you would like to schedule yourself or your family’s portrait please 
stop by the information desk today or you can schedule your own 
appointment from the convenience of your home.  Simply visit our 
Zion’s website www.zionbuffalo.org and log onto the Lifetouch link.   
 
Those who have not yet made an appointment will receive a call 
from a Lifetouch representative (area code 419) in early July on 
behalf of Zion.  They are assisting us in contacting you to schedule 
your portrait appointment and to answer any questions you may 
have regarding your portrait session. 
 

If you are scheduled for a July appointment, please be on time (if 
you are late, the photographer will take the next scheduled  
appointment and you will have to wait for the next opening).   
Lifetouch suggests that your family consider dark coordinated  
colors and long sleeves so your faces stand out in your photo.  They 
also suggest that you not wear plaids, checks, or busy print fabrics.  
You may bring props if you would like (musical instrument, family
